size. The downside is 
encoding can take extra 

time and support in 
editing software

is lacking.

Fantasic for logos and 
solid colour. SVG 

images can scale to any 
resolution without 

pixelation. Very small 
file size.

Avoid at all costs.
Only use GIF when 

backwards 
compatability is 
necessary with 

animation or you want 
a retro look.
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Is your original image 
a vector image?

Can you get a vector 
version?

Is your SVG image file size 
smaller than other 

formats?

Are you targetting 
recent web browsers?

Does your image 
require animation?

Does the image need 
to display in Internet 

Explorer?

Does your image have 
transparency?
